The Institute for Academic Innovation will offer Co-learning in Multicultural Classrooms courses

in 2026, as outlined below.

1. Course Objectives

These courses are “cooperative learning classes” where Japanese and international students
are expected to think about and discuss various themes to deepen their understanding of each
other's language and enhance their academic skills at a collegiate level.

These courses are not intended for Japanese language study but to facilitate collaboration
between Japanese and international students. As such, students are expected to think
independently as well as actively participate in class activities.

3. Course Dates

First Semester: Wednesday, April 8, 2026 — Thursday, August 6, 2026
Second Semester: Thursday, October 1, 2026- Wednesday, February 3, 2027
(No classes on Saturdays, Sundays, or national holidays.)

4. Classrooms

Classes will be taught at the Student Communication Station (Kita 15, Nishi 8).
However, some classes are held in different buildings on campus, such as the Institute for the
Advancement of Higher Education (The building will be renamed "First Year Education
Building" from April 1st, 2026). Classrooms will be announced at the beginning of the semester.

Student Eligibility

Enrollment eligibility is as follows:

(1) These courses are open to overseas students enrolled at Hokkaido University with a
student visa (bachelor’s degree program students, research students {kenkyuseif, graduate
students, special auditors, and special research students), as well as overseas teaching and
research staff, and office workers who work at Hokkaido University. Auditors, credited
auditors, and undergraduate international students cannot apply for these courses. However,
undergraduate international students can take these courses as their “Freshman Seminar”
course (Co-learning in Multicultural Classrooms).

(2) Students must have the indicated Japanese level required to apply for each class.

Maximum enrollment

The maximum number of students in each class is 20 in basic. The general rule for enrollment

numbers in each class is 10 international students and 10 Japanese students. If the number of
students exceeds these limits, the class instructor will advise on how the situation will be handled
during the first class.

Application Procedures and Online Application Period

(1) Placement test
New applicants who have never taken a Co-learning in Multicultural Classrooms course
must take a placement test. Placement tests must be taken before submitting an application.
The score on the placement test will determine your Japanese level. Students must select
classes that match their Japanese level. For more information about the placement test,
please refer to the URL below.

Please note that students who meet the following criteria may apply online without taking a
placement test.

» Students who have taken Co-learning in Multicultural Classrooms courses before.
» Students who have completed the Japanese language classes at or above the Japanese level
required for each class they wish to take.

If you cheat on the test and apply for a class that exceeds your ability,
you may not be able to keep up with the class.

(2) Online Application

All applicants for Co-learning in Multicultural Classrooms must submit an application
form. Applications are only accepted through our website
(https://ipncourse.oia.hokudai.ac.jp/entry/) during the online application period indicated
above.

Notes: If you do not need to take the placement test, you must apply online. If you do not
apply, you will not be able to take the courses.

8. Notification of Course Acceptance or Rejection
Students should receive an announcement for classes to which they have been accepted, their
respective times, and classrooms no later than the day before classes start via e-mail.

Notes:

(1) New students for these courses must take a placement test and apply for classes based on
their scores. Continuing students should apply for classes according to their Japanese class
level (e.g., intermediate level 1, advanced level) for the new term. Please note that you may
not be able to take the class you wish to take if the number of students exceeds the capacity
limit.

(2) You cannot change classes you applied for due to overlap with classes for your major, or other
Japanese classes.

(3) Students must attend at least 70% of classes and receive a final grade of 60% to pass each
class.
